Acts 13:44 the next Sabbath nearly the whole city assembled to hear the word of God.
Acts 14:1 in Iconium they entered the synagogue of the Jews together, and spoke in such a manner that a great multitude believed, both of Jews and of
Greeks.
*2- -Teach Christians through the Word
Acts 11:26 for an entire year they met with the church, and taught considerable numbers Acts 14:22 strengthening the souls of the disciples, encouraging
them to continue in the faith
Acts 20:31 night and day for a period of three years | did not cease to admonish each one with tears.
