 they may be won  
#3 Continue HOPING for your husband’s SALVATION  
 without a word by the behavior of their wives, 
#4 Using your ACTIONS over your WORDS 
 2 as they observe your chaste and respectful behavior.  
#5 Master those TWO BEHAVIORS in particular 
 3 Your adornment must not be merely external—braiding the hair, and wearing gold jewelry, or putting on dresses; 

#6 Do not allow your APPEARANCE to be your PRIORITY 
 4 but let it be the hidden person of the heart, with the imperishable quality of a gentle and quiet spirit,  
 which is precious in the sight of God. 

#7 Let your Priority be INTERNAL, a gracious and tranquil spirit
