5 The Pharisees and the scribes asked Him, “Why do Your disciples not walk according to the 
tradition of the elders, but eat their bread with impure hands?”  

 

 1st The OCCATION exposing legalism 1-2 

 
  1-The OFFENDED legalists 1 

1 The Pharisees and some of the scribes gathered around Him when they had come from 
Jerusalem,  

  
  2-The OFFENSE of legalism 2 

2 and had seen that some of His disciples were eating their bread with impure hands, that is, 
unwashed.  

 

 2nd The EXPLANATION of legalism 3 
3 (For the Pharisees and all the Jews do not eat unless they carefully wash their hands, thus 
observing the traditions of the elders; 4 and when they come from the market place, they do 
not eat unless they cleanse themselves; and there are many other things which they have 
received in order to observe, such as the washing of cups and pitchers and copper pots.)  

 
  

  1-Legalism says you can’t eat without TRADITIONAL washings 3a 
3a (For the Pharisees and all the Jews do not eat unless they carefully wash their hands, 

 

 

 

 



 

  2-Legalism holds MAN’S traditions over God’s Word 3b 
3 thus observing the traditions of the elders; 

  
 

 
 
  3-Legalism intensifies with PUBLIC exposure 4a 

4 and when they come from the market place, they do not eat unless they cleanse themselves  

 

 

 

 

 

  4-Legalism extends BEYOND traditional hand washing 4b 
4 and there are many other things which they have received in order to observe, such as the 
washing of cups and pitchers and copper pots.)  

  

 

  

 

 3rd The harsh BITE of legalism 5 
5 The Pharisees and the scribes asked Him, “Why do Your disciples not walk according to the 
tradition of the elders, but eat their bread with impure hands?”  

  
 

#2 The Lord CONDEMNS the hypocritical legalists 6-13

 TWO - Is legalism or license HINDERING your growth in Christ?
