20 But store up for yourselves treasures in heaven, where neither
moth nor rust destroys, and where thieves do not break in or steal; 2! for where your
treasure is, there your heart will be also. - Matthew 6:19-21

Sell your possessions and give to charity; make yourselves money belts which do not wear
out, an unfailing treasure in heaven, where no thief comes near nor moth destroys. 3¢ For
where your treasure is, there your heart will be also. - Luke 12:33-34
