Mark 16:8 They went out and fled from the tomb, for trembling and astonishment had gripped them;
and they said nothing to anyone, for they were afraid.

Mark 15:39 Truly this man was the Son of God!

GOSPELS and ACTS

9 Now after He had risen early on the first day of the week, He first
appeared to Mary Magdalene, from whom He had cast out seven
demons.

Luke 8:2 and also some women who had been healed of evil spirits
and sicknesses: Mary who was called Magdalene, from whom seven
demons had gone out,

10 She went and reported to those who had been with Him, while
they were mourning and weeping.

John 20:18 Mary Magdalene came, announcing to the disciples, “I
have seen the Lord,” and that He had said these things to her.
