A=Keeping your focus on will cause you to live above your difficulties on earth

B=Moment by moment dependence on God’s will keep you steady in the storms

C=Modeling the Philippians’ commitment to support Paul should change your
Luke 19:8 Behold, Lord, half of my possessions | will give to the poor,
and if | have defrauded anyone of anything, | will give back four times as much.

D=Relying on God’s Providence, Care, and Power is only possible for
1 Peter 1:3 caused you to be born again
