1 Corinthians 4:17 » For this reason I have sent to you Timothy, who is my beloved and 
faithful child in the Lord, and he will remind you of my ways which are in Christ, just as I 
teach everywhere in every church. 	

 

1 Thessalonians 1:6 » You also became imitators of us and of the Lord, having received the 
word in much tribulation with the joy of the Holy Spirit, 	

 

Hebrews 6:12 » do not be sluggish, but imitators of those who through faith and patience 
inherit the promises. 	

 

Hebrews 13:7 » Remember those who led you, who spoke the word of God to you; and 
considering the result of their conduct, imitate their faith.
