  1 - Danger causes Stress, Fear and      
  Proverbs 29:25 The fear of man brings a snare, but he who trusts in the LORD will be exalted.  
  Proverbs 28:1 The wicked flee when no one is pursuing, But the righteous are bold as a lion.  
   

  2 - Danger often leads to fleeing or fixing, but needs       and focusing 
  1 Peter 5:7 Casting all your anxiety on Him, because He cares for you.  
 
 

  3 - Danger is under the control of your loving, wise and all-powerful     
   Put your efforts into LIVING COURAGEOUSLY 

2 Corinthians 4:4 In whose case the god of this world has blinded the minds of the unbelieving so that they might not see the light of the gospel of the 
glory of Christ, who is the image of God.  

  Psalm 115:11 You who fear the Lord, trust in the Lord; He is their help and their shield.
