How do you get the author’s intended meaning?
Not...
from superficial study
by making the Bible say what you want
by finding secret meanings
by taking verses out of context 1 Timothy 2:15, Matthew 18:20
by having experience give you your interpretation
by justifying one’s lifestyle with the Bible

But by interpreting the bible...
Literally
Contextually
Historically
Grammatically
Synthetically

1st Why should you believe in

Ephesians 1:4 just as He chose us in Him before the foundation of the world, that we would be holy and blameless
before Him. In love 5 He predestined us to adoption as sons through Jesus Christ to Himself, according to the kind
intention of His will



Romans 9:11 for though the twins were not yet born and had not done anything good or bad, so that God's purpose
according to His choice would stand, not because of works but because of Him who calls, 14 What shall we say then?
There is no injustice with God, is there? May it never be! 15 For He says to Moses, "l WiLL HAVE MERCY ON WHOM | HAVE
MERCY, AND | WILL HAVE COMPASSION ON WHOM | HAVE COMPASSION.” 16 So then it does not depend on the man who wills or
the man who runs, but on God who has mercy.

Revelation 20:2 And he laid hold of the dragon, the serpent of old, who is the devil and Satan, and bound him for@
; 3 and he threw him into the abyss, and shut it and sealed it over him, so that he would not deceive the
nations any longer, until |the thousand years| were completed; after these things he must be released for a short time. 4

Then | saw thrones, and they sat on them, and judgment was given to them. And | saw the souls of those who had been
beheaded because of their testimony of Jesus and because of the word of God, and those who had not worshiped the
beast or his image, and had not received the mark on their forehead and on their hand; and they came to life and
reigned with Christ for . 5 The rest of the dead did not come to life until |the thousand years| were
completed. This is the first resurrection. 6 Blessed and holy is the one who has a part in the first resurrection; over these
the second death has no power, but they will be priests of God and of Christ and will REIGN WITH HIM for
